This includes the travel, 
accommodation, meals and insurance. The cost will be split into four instalments, payable 
on School Spider, as detailed on the payment schedule below.

Payment Schedule 

Non-refundable deposit to 
secure your child’s place 

£50 Due by 15th August 2023  

2nd instalment £60 Due by 15th September 2023 

3rd instalment  £60 Due by 15th October 2023 

Final instalment £60 Due by 15th November 2023 

Important note: All payments must be made on time and paid through School Spider, no 
cash can be accepted. You will receive an automatic reminder from School Spider when 
payments are due. Failure to pay could mean your child loses their place. 

 

Free School Meals: If your child is entitled to Free School Meals, you will automatically 
receive a discount of 50%. This means the total cost for your child would be £115, with a 
non-refundable deposit of £25 and 3 further instalments of £30. 

Paying your first instalment and deposit: To book your child’s place, please go to your 
School Spider app. You will find the payment option under ‘bookings and payments’ and 
‘Residential Y4 Maes-y-Nant’.  

Consent: By making the payment, you consent to your child’s attendance on this residential 
trip. 

Information to follow: Nearer the time, you’ll be invited to a parents’ meeting so we can 
share all the information you’ll want to know and answer any questions. 

You will also receive an information form to complete, so you can share things such as 
dietary and medical information, and any other important details you think it is relevant for 
the team to know. 

You will also receive a kit list so you know what clothing your child will need to bring. They 
will not need any specialist equipment. We will inform you of the travel arrangements and 
how we will communicate with you during the child’s time away. 

For now, we’ve attached an information leaflet from Robinwood to give you an insight to 
the experience.
