Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make
marks.

Maths Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’). Recite numbers past 5. Say one number for each item in order:
1,2,3,4,5. Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’). Show ‘finger numbers’ up
to 5.

uw Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history.

EAD Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar. Begin to develop complex stories using small world

equipment like animal sets, dolls and dolls houses, etc. Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and construction kits, such as a city with different
buildings and a park.
